Annex H

Foreign Object Damage (FOD) Program

____________________________________________________________________________

A-H-1.  Purpose.  To provide guidance to Detachment 45 personnel as an aid in eliminating personal injury or aircraft damage as a result of Foreign Object Damage.

A-H-2.  Duties and Responsibilities.

    a.  The commander performs the following duties:

       (1).  Appoints an officer on orders, at the detachment level, to implement the FOD Prevention Program.

       (2).  Periodically inspects and supervises the FOD Prevention Program.

       (3).  Establishes a FOD reporting procedure through a memorandum of agreement with the AASF or Host unit and takes corrective action where FOD potentials and trends exist.

       (4).  Ensures all incoming personnel are briefed on their responsibility for FOD Prevention.

       (5).  Ensures supported non-aviation personnel are briefed on the importance of FOD Prevention.

    b.  The ASO continuously monitors the FOD Program and works with the FOD Officer to correct problems that may arise.

    c.  The Contract Maintenance Personnel perform the following duties:

       (1).  Incorporates FOD Prevention in all maintenance training.

       (2).  Ensures individual maintenance areas are cleaned prior to ending each work shift; and recommends appropriate corrective measures where warranted by adverse conditions or trends, hazardous procedures, or other inadequacies of FOD Prevention effort.

       (3).  Ensures the immediate area of an aircraft is cleaned after maintenance to ensure all debris is picked up.

       (4).  Ensures the following duties are completed at the end of a maintenance operation.

          (a).  Accounting for tools and inventory tool boxes after each maintenance operation.

          (b).  Turning in special tools.

          (c).  Capping all oil and fuel lines.

          (d).  Disposing of used cans of lubricants.

          (e).  Placing covers or caps over those items susceptible to FOD.

    d.  The FOD officer coordinates with the AASF ASO or assigned unit FOD officer to ensure compliance with their FOD Program.  Monthly inspection checklist includes: 

       (1).  Checks of parking ramp, taxiways, runways, engine run-up areas, and other maintenance and storage areas for cleanliness and condition of surface.

       (2).  Spot checks to see that open aircraft, engine, and fluid lines are secured with proper plugs or caps to prevent FOD from entering.

       (3).  Discusses the FOD Program with supervisors.

       (4).  Observes personnel at work around aircraft for safe practices.

       (5).  Checks corrections from previous FOD Accident Reports.

       (6).  Reviews FOD reports for trends.

       (7).  With flight operations, ensures crews are briefed on potential and actual crew caused FOD.

       (8).  Checks for compliance with this SOP and local supporting plans on FOD. 

A-H-3.  All personnel will be alert to anything that may cause FOD.  On-the-spot corrections should be made whenever possible.  Report these corrections to the Detachment FOD officer for trend analysis purposes.  If an on the spot correction can not be made, notify the Detachment FOD officer, Detachment ASO, or the Detachment Commander to ensure the hazard is identified and corrective action is initiated.
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
