Annex J

LOCAL FLYING AREA AND OTHER RULES

____________________________________________________________________________

A-J-1.  Local Flying Area/and Local Flying Rules.

    a.  The local flying area extends approximately 270NM radius Reno Stead Airport and is depicted on the map located in OSA Detachment 45 Operations flight planning area. As described in previous sections of the Detachment 45 SOP the local flying area includes Las Vegas, NV.  

    b.  Landing at any public access airport is permitted, when briefed as part of a mission requirement and /or filed to as part of a service flight destination on interim stop.  Training may be conducted at those locations incidental to the service flight when appropriately briefed.

A-J-2.  Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation at AASF normally are 0730 hrs to 1800 hrs Tuesday through Friday.

A-J-3.  Traffic Patterns.

    a.  The local traffic pattern at 4SD is right hand pattern for runway 26 and left hand pattern for runway 08.

    b.  Traffic pattern altitude will be 6500’ MSL.

A-J-4.  List of Authorized Airfields within Local Flying Area.

    a.  Landing at any public access airport is permitted, when briefed as part of a mission and or filed to as part of a service flight destination or interim stop.

    b.  Training may be conducted at those locations incidental to the service flight when appropriately briefed.

A-J-5.  Procedures for Filing, Monitoring and Closing Flight Plans.

    a.  A  DD Form 175, Flight Plan, is required for all IFR flights and VFR flights.

    b.  Crewmembers will acknowledge, prior to each flight, that they have read all information in the Reading File by signature on the brief sheet or flight plan.

      c.  Flight plans can be filed with Reno Flight Service using 1-800-WX-BRIEF.

     d.  The PC is responsible to see that the flight plan is closed and mission data is recorded.  Flight operations personnel will close the flight with the appropriate FSS on request of the PC.  The PC is responsible for securing the aircraft upon return to 4SD.

 A-J-6.  Sources of Weather and Flight Planning Information.

    a. Weather briefings will be received from the 25th OWS.  If military weather is not available the PC will obtain a weather briefing from RNO FSS and complete a DD 275-1. Flight Planning and weather information is also available at www.flyosa.com  

    b.  The weather requirements as outlined in AR 95-1, SOP and the appropriate FLIP shall be used in determining the IFR weather requirements.

A-J-7.   Noise Abatement Procedures.  The noise abatement procedures used in the Local Flying area in and around Reno Stead Airport, Rebo Nevada are as follows:

    a.  Flights over housing areas immediately to the west of the AASF below the published traffic pattern altitude should be avoided.

    b.  There are no other noise abatement procedures or the area. Pilots consult normal publications, flight advisories and NOTAMS regarding other airports.  

A-J-8.  Aircraft Maintenance and Servicing Procedures.  The day-to-day maintenance is performed civilian contract personnel. Fuel servicing is performed by AASF refueling personnel during normal duty hours. After normal duty hours the PC will determine if additional fuel is necessary for follow-on missions. 24 hour contract fueling is available at  the Reno international airport.  

    b.  Access to the support facility, parking area, taxiways and storage areas are restricted to personnel reporting for official military or technician duty or having facility approval.  Military and technician ID cards will be utilized to verify official capacity when requested. Military Police and AASF State security officers control gate security to the Sen. Harry Reid Training complex. For additional information refer to the AASF or Security SOP.

A-J-9.  Passenger Procedures.

    a.  Transportation of passengers in Detachment 45 aircraft will be IAW AR 95-1 and DOD Regulation 4515.13.

    b.  TAGNV  is the Approving Authority for non-military passengers.
    c.  Any flight leaving or operating from the Reno Stead Airport (4SD) will have a passenger manifest on file with the current mission data in Detachment 45 Operations. Current threat levels and operational security measures require that the PC or his representative will ensure that passengers flying on Detachment 45 aircraft are authorized by DoD, Army, NGB, OSAA NVARNG governing criteria. Passenger Identification and verification is a necessity. The only exceptions will be individuals that are frequent passengers and known to the crew. 

Information regarding the aircraft, weather and unanticipated emergencies are explained. 

    d.  Passenger briefings will be at least the minimum outlined in the C-12 operators manual and check list. Variations for the passenger information is included that conforms to current 

safety requirements briefing are authorized provided that basic safety.

A-J-12 Terrain Flight Hazard Avoidance

Terrain flight is not authorized in the C-12 anywhere!!!

A-J-13 External and Internal Cargo Operations.   No external loads are authorized. Internal loads will not exceed weight limitations per aircraft –10 or exceed CG limits. When aircraft load in back is near max, crews will evaluate fuel on board and weights before shutting down engines and offloading to prevent door from hitting ground or tail being too heavy. Crew may need to stay up front and allow some cargo to be offloaded before exiting.

A-J-14 Gunnery Operations – No gunnery operations allowed.

A-J-15 Night Operations – No abnormal operations to list. Use required lighting and 
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
