MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT (MOA)

BETWEEN

SAAO, NEVADA, COMMANDER OSA FLIGHT DETACHMENT 45, AND SUPERVISOR AASF NVARNG

SUBJECT: Operational Support Airlift Flight Detachment 45 and NVARNG AASF Functional Relationship

This Memorandum of Agreement is approved by the signatories, ensuring that the SAAO Nevada, Supervisor of the Nevada Army Aviation Support Facility (AASF) and the OSA Detachment 45 Commander mutually agree upon responsibilities and relationships between each entity. The MOA includes the Fixed Wing building property, Nevada Army National Guard “Harry Reid Armory”, Reno/Stead Airport.

This MOA replaces MOA dated 1 Feb 2004.

1. The following functional area responsibilities/services will be provided by the AASF;

a. Operations/Security

(1) Develop and maintain installation pre-accident plan.

(2) Provide noise, NVARNG tenant and agreed Washoe Airport Authority, abatement procedures.

(3) Provide installation severe weather plan and notification of intent to activate the plan.

(4) Provide Installation snow removal, surface maintenance requirements for POV parking, OSA building access and C-12 taxi to taxiway and taxiway and runway surface in conjunction with pre-established Washoe County Airport Authority tenant agreements.     

(5) Provide onsite 24-hour security for OSA aircraft and operational areas.

(6) Provide MOS 77F qualified refueler and airplane refueling, as necessary, for OSA mission execution.

(7) Advise the OSA Detachment of any compliance inspections necessary and document and maintain any required OSA site visits required to maintain or change this agreement.    

(8) Submission of C-12 engine oil samples will be through AASF maintaneance quality control office.

b. Safety
(1) The Detachment will utilize the AASF: 1) Hazardous Waste Disposal facilities, 2) Spill contingency plan,  3) State Hearing Conservation Program, 4.) Drivers Training and Education Program.

The AASF Fire Marshall will:

Conduct a monthly or as required inspection of the Detachment area to ensure State and Federal compliance.

AASF FOD Officer will:

(1) Conduct a monthly inspection of the Detachment taxi and airplane parking area as he determines to ensure compliance with AR 385-95.

(2) All State safety bulletins, ASAM’s, SOF’s, STM,s, publications and official 

correspondence will be shared between the AASF and Detachment.

(3) OSA Det 45 will have membership on the State and AASF Safety council.

c. Maintenance

(1) Maintenance will be performed IAW Statement of Work of  DynCorp

LCCS.

(2) The AASF provides TMDE calibration technicians.

(3) The AASF will provide tenant facilities for the contractor.

(4) The AASF will provide ancillary equipment (GSE) as necessary for hangar maintenance.   

(5) The AASF Production Control section will produce DA 1352 flying hour

       reports for the Detachment.

(6) OSA Det 45 will provide completed aircraft forms and records to the AASF IAW the appropriate maintenance regulations and the AASF SOP.

(7) AASF will provide office area custodial maintenance.

d. Aviation Life Support Equipment (ALSE)

(1) The AASF will provide ALSE service and equipment to the Detachment

             Including: Aircraft first aid kits, aircraft fire extinguishers, and aircraft survival

             kits, headsets, survival radios. Additional ALSE items as required for the 

             Detachment mission.

(2) Detachment 45 Civilian contractor will provide assistance, as requested by

AASF ALSE personnel, in order to maintain and/or service related ALSE equipment.    

e. Standardization

(1) OSA Det 45 will have membership on the State and AASF standardization committees.

2. Term of Agreement

a. This MOA is effective upon the date it has been signed by all parties.

b.   This MOA will be reviewed and, if necessary: revised annually no later than

      October of the recurring fiscal year (FY).  

c.   This MOA shall remain in effect until terminated in writing by either party.  

Termination will be in effect thirty (30) days from the date of written notice.
