A-N-1. Hurricane and High Wind. In the event of a high wind alert warning (wind exceeding 40kts not to include gust spread) issued by the National Weather Service, OWS Air Force or local weather broadcasts, the following action will be taken to ensure protection of our C-12 aircraft:

a. Determine if the C-12 will be in jeopardy of sustaining damage and is not in the OSA hangar. If not in hangar get it there.  

b. Notify OSA personnel in the following order: Individuals notified will contact the Unit Comander to determine aircraft disposition.
