AFTP REQUIREMENTS

1. No m-day aviator may utilize a fly/no-fly AFTP unless under proper supervision.  The detachment commander will determine what is/isn’t proper supervision.

2. Prior to authorizing AFTP’s, either the commander or ops officer will insure all necessary training objectives will be met.

3. For accountability each m-day aviator will utilize a sign-in sheet to ensure that the four hour minimum requirement is met. 

4. All AFTP training will focus around the units METL tasks which support our concentrated mission and training requirements.

5. Dual AFTP’S can be utilized by permission of the commander or ops officer.

6. No pilot will perform AFTP’S when participating in two unit training assemblies ie. UTA, active duty (AD), or active duty training (ADT).

7. No aviator will perform AFTP’s during periods of suspension or any period when the aviator should have been suspended for failure to complete flight minimums or the annual physical.  

8. No AFTP’s will be performed while a soldier is on duty as a civilian employee of the federal government.

9. For aircraft or simulated flight training systems (SFTS) flying time acquired during AFTP’s must average 1.5 hours for each AFTP.

10. Each aviator is responsible to ensure that semiannual/annual AFTP limits are not exceeded.

11. All non-flying or support AFTP’s will be documented on the sign-in sheet.
