1-1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this SOP is to establish standard procedures and policies to be followed in accomplishing and carrying out the missions and support requirements of this detachment.  It is written in the “how to” format so that new arrivals or newly attached units can quickly become familiar with Detachment 45 operating procedures.

1-2.  APPLICABILITY.  This SOP is designed to coordinate and control the day to day work activities and administration of this detachment.  All provisions are directive in nature and will be followed by all assigned and attached personnel.

1-3.  COORDINATING INSTRUCTIONS.  Each functional area and operation or activity of this detachment will be addressed in this SOP.  Information contained in other publications, such as ARs, NGRs, and NVARNG directives as they apply, will not be repeated here, unless it is necessary for consolidation, clarification, local 


application and or interpretation or is critical to l operations or safety.  All information will be grouped under titles that are easily associated and identified with detachment functions and activities.  Terms, acronyms, and abbreviations will be those officially authorized by AR 310-50. 

1-4.  CHANGES TO SOP.  Changes to the SOP are solicited and should be presented to the Detachment Commander utilizing a DA FORM 2028 or developed from detachment forums.  Changes will be printed as Change Numbers and will be distributed as per the current distribution listing.

1-5.  MISSION STATEMENT.  The mission of Detachment 45 OSACOM is to provide aviation training and standardization for assigned and augmentee pilots & associated personnel; provide airlift support as required by the state headquarters; provide airlift support for Department of Defense missions.

1-6.  REVIEW OF SOP.  Each member of this detachment will review this SOP semiannually.
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
