Lesson Plan:


A. The purpose of the FOD program is to enhance readiness by conserving assets through education, prevention measures, and control techniques. 

B. FOD inspections are performed on the ramp and hangar areas bi-weekly. The inspections are completed using the OSA DET 24 FOD Checklist. Deficiencies will be forwarded to the Unit Safety Council for consideration and placed on the Hazard Log as appropriate. 

C. The responsibilities are listed below:

(1) The Commander will appoint a FOD Prevention Officer in writing. 
(2) The Safety Officer will monitor the FOD Program. 

(3) The FOD Officer will ensure that the ramp and hangar inspections are completed

(4) The FOD NCO will assist the FOD Officer with inspections and program administration.
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(5) Unit Personnel are responsible to perform on the spot corrections of any FOD potential   (i.e. grease on soles of boots/shoes, litter, loose objects, and jewelry worn during aircraft maintenance and foreign objects) at all times. They will report all noted FOD deficiencies to the FOD Officer, NCO, or Safety Officer. 

(6) The Contractor will display FOD prevention techniques at all times. He will maintain tool accountability, inventory and safe maintenance practices per the contract.
