A. Fratricide is the destruction of friendly personnel and/or equipment by friendly 

weapons systems.  There are currently no known C26 events.  Let’s keep it that way.

Casual factors include:

(1) Poor land navigation.

(2) Loss of communications.

(3) Incorrect target identification.

(4) Incomplete planning and coordination.

B. Prevention.

(1) Know your present position and cross check through the use of long range 

navigation and/or any other viable means available.  RHO/RHO guidance provides the most accurate derived coordinates.

(2) Good communications are essential to confirm target hand-off before any

weapon is fired.

(3) Crewmembers should both confirm data input to Long Range Nav 

systems. Verify!  Verify!  Verify!!!

(4) Since the C26 may be acquire by friendly forces, insist on a good

operations/intelligence briefing before entering a potentially hostile AO.  Plan and brief the crew

on a plan of action assuming the worst case scenario including levels of degraded navigation and communication capabilities.
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
