III.  Lesson Plan:

A.  Safety Aspects of dispensing premixed methanol-water fluid into the C-26.

Before dispensing the methanol-water mixture, the crew must ensure that they are familiar with the precautions described in the Ashland Chemical: Division of Ashland Oil Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS), dated 10 February 1995.  The crew must also ensure that the proper safety equipment is available and correctly used when dispensing this mixture.

B.  The location and wearing of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE).

The PPE associated with the performance of dispensing the methanol-water fluid into the C-26 is located in the aircraft aft baggage compartment.  This equipment consists of a protective apron, goggles, and gloves.  Each of these items meet the specifications outlined in the MSDS dated 10 February 1995 referenced in III.A.  This equipment must be donned by the crewmember who performs the alcohol/water replenishing function.  In the absence of this equipment, local substitutes may be obtained by the crewmember only when that substitute equipment meets all of the criteria outline in Ashland Chemical Material Data Sheet.


C.   Alcohol/Water Replenishing Procedures and Practices.

Whenever it is determined that replenishment of the alcohol/water filler tank is necessary both crewmembers will participate in the operation.  It is recommended that a standard size “step ladder” commonly available at most Fixed Base Operations (FBO) be employed, however,  the aircraft cargo ladder may be utilized to accomplish this function.  Special care must be employed when utilizing the aircraft cargo ladder.  This ladder should be braced against the aircraft by the second crewmember.

D.  Crewmember Coordination:

One crewmember will locate the alcohol/water tank filler access in the left aft side fuselage to the wing fairing.  Remove filler cap.  The cap should remain attached to the filler neck opening via the installed safety chain.  The second crewmember should then “hand up” the container of Alcohol/Water while exercising special care not to allow the container to become overbalanced.  After servicing the Alcohol/Water tank, the filler cap is to be replaced and secured.

An entry in the aircraft maintenance logbooks, DA Form 2408-13 is required.
